RACE 1: CORNERSTONE STUD / SABOIS MAIDEN PLATE - 1515 Metres  
 

The start of this event was delayed approximately three minutes. 

JAY PEE BEE (NZ) (J. Potter) - had to be re-saddled on arrival at the barriers. Had difficulty 
obtaining clear ground from the vicinity of the 400 metres until near the 300 metres. 
 
DALAKARA (P. Gatt) - lost its near hind plate during the event. 
 
EXTRA MILE (C. Jones) - raced keenly in the early and middle stages of the event. Contacted in 
the vicinity of the 400 metres. Rider reported that in the vicinity of the 500 metre she had become 
concerned with the gelding’s action. She added that EXTRA MILE made excess  respiratory noise 
upon entering the straight and for that reason she eased the gelding out of the event. A post-race 
veterinary examination revealed atrial fibrillation. Co-Trainer’s Mr R & Ms C Jolly were advised the 
results of an ECG are to be forwarded to the TRSA Veterinary Surgeon and a Veterinary Certificate 
of Fitness would be required prior to the gelding performing satisfactorily in an Official Barrier 
Trial or Approval to Race Jump Out. 

MAXIMUM HUSTLE (B. Vorster) - raced keenly in the early and middle stages of the event. 
 
STAR QUEST (T. Pannell) - fractious in the mounting yard prior to proceeding to the start. Trainer 
Mr G. Richards was advised that a warning had placed on the gelding in relation to its pre-race 
manners.  Raced wide without cover throughout the event. 
 
RUPPAPUMPUM (NZ) (M. Vassallo) - in the vicinity of the 400 metres improved onto the heels of 
ZIP AKEED and shifted out abruptly contacting EXTRA MILE. Raced greenly and was inclined to 
shift about under pressure in the straight. 
 
PERFECT BALANCE (K. Crowther) - slow into stride. 
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RACE 1: CORNERSTONE STUD / SABOIS MAIDEN PLATE - 1515 Metres (Cont’d) 
 
ZIP AKEED (T. Voorham) - raced keenly in the early stages of the event. Approaching the 50 
metres had to be steadied when disappointed for a run between NOSS HILL and DALAKARA, 
which rolled in slightly. 
 
 
RACE 2: HOLDFAST INSURANCE BROKERS / SABOIS MAIDEN HANDICAP - 1200 Metres  
 
The start of this event was delayed approximately three minutes. 

BAD HABITS (J. Toeroek) - contacted on jumping away. Raced extremely greenly and was inclined 
to shift about in the early and middle stages of the event. A post-race veterinary examination 
revealed no visible abnormalities. 
 
SNIPPEN (S. Cahill) - shifted out on jumping away contacting BAD HABITS. A post-race veterinary 
examination revealed no visible abnormalities. 
 
WINTER HARBOUR (J. Maund) - broke through its stall after being loaded dislodging its rider. J. 
Maund was examined by the First Care Medical Personnel and passed fit to ride. WINTER 
HARBOUR galloped riderless prior to being recaptured. A late scratching at 2.11 pm by order of 
Stewards on veterinary advice. 
 
 
RACE 3: G&J CIVIL / SABOIS THREE-YEAR-OLD MAIDEN PLATE - 1100 Metres   
 
JUSTEDEE (B. Vorster) - raced wide without cover throughout the event. A post-race veterinary 
examination revealed no visible abnormalities. 
 
MAVETTE (S. Fawke) - rider pleaded guilty to a charge under AR132(7)(a)(ii) for using his whip 
on more than five occasions prior to the 100 metres and was reprimanded. 
 
TOSCA ROCKS (K. Bishop) - inclined to shift about under pressure in the straight. In the vicinity 
of the 300 metres shifted in onto BUBBLES MCGINTY. A post-race veterinary examination 
revealed no visible abnormalities. 
 
BUBBLES MCGINTY (J. Holder) - in the vicinity of the 300  metres was inconvenienced when 
contacted by TOSCA ROCKS. Lost its near hind plate during the event. 
 
SKILLED BUNCH (P. Gatt) - laid in under pressure in the straight. 
 
YEELANNA (C. Lions) - raced greenly in the early and middle stages of the event. 
 
 
RACE 4: THANK YOU ANZAC VETERANS CLASS TWO HANDICAP - 1100 Metres 
  
TAJAVEDO (D. Caboche) - raced fiercely in the early and middle stages of the event. 
 
PARTY HACK (J. Maund) - shifted out on jumping away contacting CRY OUT LOUD. 
 
JUSTA JILLAROO (E. Boyd) - jumped away awkwardly.  
 
CRY OUT LOUD (E. Annells) - contacted on jumping away. Raced wide without cover throughout 
the event. Shifted wider on the track making the home turn. 
 
 
RACE 5: SPECSAVERS GAWLER / SABOIS FILLIES & MARES BENCHMARK 58 HANDICAP 

 - 1200 Metres  
 
ALASKAN JADE (J. Opperman) - jumped away awkwardly. A post-race veterinary examination 
revealed no visible abnormalities.

RACE 5: SPECSAVERS GAWLER / SABOIS FILLIES & MARES BENCHMARK 58 HANDICAP 
 - 1200 Metres (Cont’d) 

 
ISSARA (R. Hurdle) - a post-race veterinary examination revealed no visible abnormalities. 
 
SAND CAT (C. Lions) - inclined to lay in under pressure in the straight.  In the vicinity of the 100 
metres rolled in brushing MAIDEN GRACE.   Lost its near hind plate during the event. 
 
ANTRIM'S SECRET (B. Vorster) - inclined to lay in under pressure in the straight.  
 
MAIDEN GRACE (E. Annells) - laid out under pressure in the straight. In the vicinity of the 100 
metes rolled out and brushed SAND CAT. 
 
ZUME FORWARD (K. Zechner) - raced keenly in the early stages of the event. 
 
Correct weight was delayed to allow E. Annells (MAIDEN GRACE) placed second and Trainer Mr T. 
Jolly to view the vision in the straight. After doing so, E. Annells lodged an objection against SAND 
CAT (C. Lions) declared the winner, lodging interference from the vicinity of the 100 metres until the 
finish. After considering the evidence, on viewing the official footage and acting on their own 
observations, Stewards dismissed the protest. 

 
RACE 6: LEST WE FORGET BENCHMARK 58 HANDICAP - 1515 Metres  
 
SORNJA (S. Cahill) - raced wide without cover throughout the event. Rider reported the mare 
slipped behind on rounding the home turn and was uncomfortable in its action to the finish. A 
post-race veterinary examination revealed no visible abnormalities.  Lost its off fore plate during 
the event. 
 
HE WILL BOOM (E. Finnegan) - rider explained in her opinion, the gelding did not appreciate the 
track condition. A post-race veterinary examination revealed no visible abnormalities. 
 
UNSCOPEABLE (J. Toeroek) - laid in under pressure in the straight. 
 
 
RACE 7:  COOPERS BENCHMARK 68 HANDICAP - 1722 Metres  
 
CASINO FOURTEEN (J. Toeroek) - raced keenly in the early and middle stages of the event. 
 
IGITUR (M. Collett) - raced keenly in the early and middle stages of the event. 
 
DIAMONDS ARE (J. Holder) - dipped on a number of occasions throughout the event. A post-race 
veterinary examination revealed no visible abnormalities. 
 
STAN THE CADDY (T. Pannell) - inconvenienced when contacted on a number of occasions at the 
entrance to the straight by GETOUTTHEWAY. 
 
GETOUTTHEWAY (R. Hurdle) - shifted out at the entrance to the straight in an attempt to 
improve, and in doing so made contact with STAN THE CADDY on a number of occasions.
