RACE 1: PORT AUGUSTA REFRIGERATION BENCHMARK 56 HANDICAP – 1100 Metres 

 

HEY MICHAEL (S. Callow) - jumped away awkwardly. Rider reported the gelding raced flat. 

 

THE WEIGHT (K. Sardelic) - laid in under pressure in the straight. Rider reported the mare was 

reluctant to race amongst other runners. 

 

 

RACE 2: HAWKER EARTHMOVERS MAIDEN PLATE - 1100 Metres 

 

AUGUSTA POWER (A. Livesey) - jumped away awkwardly. 

 

FREDDY FREELOADER (E. Annells) – lost its position on jumping away when tightened onto 

JESTER MONTY as SUBUKI shifted in. Raced greenly throughout. Inclined to lay in, in the straight. 

 

GALLANT RUN (A. Lindsay) - jumped away awkwardly, shifted in and bumped DE LONG STAR. 

 

JESTER MONTY (E. Wong) – on jumping away had its hindquarters turned as FREDDY 

FREELOADER was taken in. Inclined to lay out under pressure in the straight. 

 

MY BOY PERCEY (J. Potter) – jumped away awkwardly, shifted out and bumped DE LONG STAR. 

 

ALCANNABIE (D. Caboche) – on jumping away was inconvenienced as MISS CUMBERLAND 

shifted out. 

 

DE LONG STAR (C. Murray) – on jumping away bumped with MY BOY PERCEY, which shifted out 

and shortly after bumped with GALLANT RUN, which shifted in. 

 

MISS CUMBERLAND (K. Sardelic) - jumped away awkwardly, shifted out onto ALCANNABIE, 

which was inconvenienced. 

 

SUBUKI (B. Wong) - jumped away awkwardly, shifted in onto FREDDY FREELOADER. 
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RACE 3: DARRYL FULLERTON MEMORIAL BENCHMARK 64 HANDICAP – 1498 Metres 

 

BARON OF BEDFORD (NZ) (K. Sardelic) – laid out over the concluding stages of the event. 

 

MARINA (S. Fawke) – rider reported the gelding raced wide in the early stages and when asked 

for an effort, the gelding failed to respond to his riding and was disappointing to the finish. A post-

race veterinary examination revealed no visible abnormalities. 

 

NOTICE ME (E. Wong) – slow into stride. 

 

 

RACE 4: AUGUSTA CAN & BOTTLE RECYCLERS MAIDEN PLATE – 1396 Metres 

 

CONSISTENT CHOICE (S. Metcalfe) - jumped away awkwardly and was slow to begin. Hung out 

throughout the event and proved difficult to ride out in the straight. Trainer Ms S. Ratsch was 

advised that a warning had been placed on the gelding in relation to hanging out. 

 

DR CHOCCY (S. Fawke) - jumped away awkwardly and hung in under pressure in the straight. 

 

PAY UP (A. Lindsay) – near the 200m laid in, shifted in and became awkward on the heels of 

SPRINGSUN for a number of strides and continued to lay in for the remainder of the event. 

 

SPRINGSUN (E. Wong) - a post-race veterinary examination revealed no visible abnormalities. 

 

 

 

RACE 5: BRYAN (POPEYE) & LORRAINE HARBRIDGE MEMORIAL BENCHMARK 56 HANDICAP 

– 1867 Metres 

 

HARBOURING (S. Callow) – rider reported the gelding laid out in the straight. 

 

WHOSEZOU (A. Livesey) - jumped away awkwardly. Over-raced in the early and middle stages of 

the event. 

 

CHELIMO (F. Atkinson) – inside the 100m was obliged to be eased as KID KINGDOM shifted out. 

A post-race veterinary examination revealed no visible abnormalities. 

 

GALAXY FALLS (J. Potter) – approaching the 100m was disappointed for a run between 

WHOSEZOU and HARBOURING, which rolled out and was obliged to shift in to obtain clear 

running. 

 

FIABLE (NZ) (L. Overall) – inside the 100m was inconvenienced as KID KINGDOM shifted out. A 

post-race veterinary examination revealed no visible abnormalities. 

 

KID KINGDOM (K. Sardelic) – laid out under pressure in the straight. Inside the 100m shifted out 

onto FIABLE (NZ), which was inconvenienced. Continued to shift out onto CHELIMO, which was 

obliged to be eased. Rider was reminded of his obligation under AR131(a) for careless riding and 

was advised to take greater care in future. 

 

 

 

RACE 6: AUGUSTA COURTYARD MOTEL RATING 0 - 54 HANDICAP – 1200 Metres 

 

CASE CLOSED (K. Sardelic) – jumped away very awkwardly and as a result was slow to begin. 

 

ODDSOCK (A. Livesey) – on jumping away was inconvenienced as ALL THINGS NICE shifted in. 

Raced keenly in the early stages of the event. 

 

TOUGH LASSIE (D. Caboche) – rider explained that in relation to the mare’s disappointing 

performance, TOUGH LASSIE raced flat in today’s event. A post-race veterinary examination 

revealed no visible abnormalities. 

 

ALL THINGS NICE (S. Metcalfe) - jumped away awkwardly, shifted in and bumped ODDSOCK. 

 

 

 



 
  

 

RACE 7: PHILLIP KITTEL MEMORIAL RATING 0 - 54 HANDICAP – 1498 Metres 

 

LEON'S SHOUT (L. Overall) – on jumping away bumped with CHICK IN CHARGE, which shifted in. 

Rider reported the gelding travelled well in the early and middle stages however, when placed 

under pressure, failed to respond to his riding and proved disappointing. A post-race veterinary 

examination revealed no visible abnormalities. 

 

OBELOS (GB) (S. Callow) – on jumping away bumped with SPENCER GULF, which shifted in. 

 

GRIMESY (S. Metcalfe) –on jumping away lost its position when tightened onto LEON’S SHOUT as 

BAD MOON RISING shifted out. 

 

TIGNANELLO (NZ) (J. Doyle) - jumped away awkwardly. Hung in under pressure in the straight 

and proved difficult for the rider to ride out in her normal manner. 

 

BAD MOON RISING (S. Fawke) - jumped away awkwardly, shifted out onto GRIMESY. 

 

SPENCER GULF (K. Sardelic) – jumped away awkwardly, shifted in and bumped OBELOS (GB). 

Raced keenly throughout the event. Laid in under pressure in the straight.  A post-race veterinary 

examination revealed no visible abnormalities. 

 

CHICK IN CHARGE (A. Livesey) - jumped away awkwardly, shifted in and bumped LEON’S SHOUT. 

Near the 1300m was inconvenienced as LEON’S SHOUT rolled out and from that point, raced 

keenly for a short distance.
